Worship Services and Activities  
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A recent Blog discussed the Parable in Matthew 25:14-30 dealing with the master going away and 
leaving each of three servants with varying amounts of talents. Two of them increased the talents, one 
was fearful and hid the talent and did not increase the masters investment. 

 Some see the passage as a parable on capitalism/stewardship: invest your money with God and see 
the gain for God. Some see it as being about abilities/gifts: use your gifts and abilities for God, or 
allow fear to hold you back and lose those abilities. If you invest, God will bless you with more talents. 

 This passage was read to a peasant group, but they could not relate. Money and talents were not 
something to which they could relate. After discussion, their interpretation was that the talents were 
about the capacity to love based on ability. Servants, who had a greater capacity to love and share their 
love despite the risks, were rewarded with a greater capacity to love. The one servant who was afraid to 
love lost everything. 

 A really like this interpretation of the parable. It says a lot about the Calvary Baptist family and its 
Fall schedule of events. Just take a moment and be reminded of what you are doing this fall to 
demonstrate a greater capacity to love. The Deacons, Church Council, Sunday School and church 
family have planned these events as a demonstration of love to one another and the community. 

AUGUST - we are offering help to the community to live a healthier life by following a 40 day plan to 
a healthy life. It is called The Daniel Plan. Plan to participate. 

SEPTEMBER - a love feast at Park Ridge. A picnic following worship. What a great time to bring 
friends and neighbors to Sunday School. Sunday School leadership is planning new classes to touch 
more lives. This should create growth for Bible study and spiritual growth for those participating. 
Demonstrating a greater capacity to love. 

OCTOBER - a message to the community in the form of a Revival. Roger Roller, former pastor of 
Calvary will be leading this event. We will kick it off with Homecoming on the 29th. Demonstrating a 
greater capacity to love. REVIVAL has often been seen as a time to see lost people saved. How many 
lost people do you plan to bring? Or maybe we should look at Revival as a time to REVIVE our own 
spirits and heart. Then the outcome is our passion to tell the lost and bring them in to the Kingdom.
